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LONG AND COMPLEX

Shipments by rail from west to east and vice versa frequently travel
thousands of kilometres. Many countries, languages, borders,
clearances and loading gauges, in addition to the various legal
regimes encountered on the route, make the long journey even more
arduous and slow. Nevertheless, CIM/SMGS interoperability is making
progress: in Western and Central Europe, a uniform law applies to rail
transport (CIM), whereas in Eastern Europe, Russia, China and parts of
Asia another rail transport law applies, albeit a uniform one (SMGS).
And this is where the common CIM/SMGS consignment note comes
in. It simplifies and speeds up rail shipments between the two legal
regimes CIM and SMGS considerably.

LEGAL CERTAINTY

The common CIM/SMGS consignment note is building a bridge —

between the different legal regimes of CIM and SMGS that

eliminates the obstacles of languages and borders. Behind each

CIM/SMGS consignment note, there is a contractual link between

those involved in the CIM or SMGS region: between the consignor of

the goods, the carrier and the consignee. On this way, the common

CIM/SMGS consignment note provides greater legal certainty:

» The route the goods take from the consignor throughout the
carrier to the consignee is specified

« The assumption of the transport costs between consigner and
consignee is stipulated

» In the event of loss or damage to the goods, the procedure for
providing compensation is laid down

-« System-based errors in the reconsignment of consignment notes
are eliminated

The common CIM/SMGS consignment note is also recognised as a

customs transit and bank document. It is used for block trains,

wagon groups, single wagons or containers, in either paper or

electronic format.

WEST TO WEST: DELIVERING GOODS FASTER FROM WESTERN
CHINA TO WESTERN EUROPE

The common CIM/SMGS consignment note contains all the key
information for the consignment: consignor, consignee; type,
weight and special features of the goods. When all the details are
clear from the very beginning, then everything is much simpler and
faster. One factor, however, is particularly important: using the
common CIM/SMGS consignment note means that all the geographi-
cal points of intersection between the CIM and SGMS legal regimes
and the carriers are defined. Transition procedures at these “recon-
signment points” run smoothly and are much faster. Without a
common consignment note, the procedure for despatching the
goods from these points would have to be repeated
(“reconsignment”) — and that means more time lost and higher costs.

THE FUTURE STARTS TODAY

The common CIM/SMGS consignment note will shape the future.
Subject to continuing development and optimisation in joint commit-
tees, it is already being used successfully for rail freight shipments
from Western China to Western Europe — and this trend will rise. The
electronic CIM/SMGS consignment note is to be given more emphasis
and at a later date will take precedence over the paper-based
document. The procedure for paying compensation to customers in
the event of damage during transit is also to be optimised.

All
the required forms and the accompanying manual are up to
date and available for download at www.cit-rail.org. It goes
without saying that the CIT and OSJD members are also
provided with updated information at all times.

THE COMMON CIM/SMGS CONSIGNMENT NOTE IS THE
RESULT OF COLLABORATION BETWEEN RAIL OPERATORS
The common CIM/SMGS consignment note is an agreement. In
the SMGS region, it is used for defined traffic axes. The CIM and
SMGS carriers work with each other to coordinate the
shipments. Deadlines must be observed when handing over
goods and, in the case of special shipments (perishable goods,
exceptional consignments), special regulations apply (cf. CIM/SMGS
Consignment Note Manual or Appendix 22 SMGS).

CIM/SMGS CONSIGNMENT NOTES ON THE INCREASE

The use of the common CIM/SMGS consignment note has
increased significantly. In 2012, it was used for around 85% of
the container shipments and 18% single wagonload shipments
on CIM/SMGS rail services. The elimination of the re-expedition
alone results in time savings per train of 16 hours and cost
saving per wagon of €40. New shipments are being added all
the time. The common CIM/SMGS consignment note also
results in satisfied customers and is an example of the practical
benefits of successful international cooperation!
